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Students from Ottos Comprehensive School’s ‘General Biology Club’ received a pleasant 
surprise just minutes before starting their first community outreach project this week. As they 
prepared to visit the ‘Tabitha Adventist Home for the Elderly’ in Gambles they received t-shirts 
with their club logo from the ABI Financial Group’s  Media Coordinator, Wayne Bowen and 
Marketing Intern, Jon Whyte.

Some students presented special 
hand-made cards of appreciation to the residents, others tried to spruce up the surroundings, 
while others could be seen listening keenly to stories about what Antigua and Barbuda was like 
before they or their parents were born. Both students and elders seemed to enjoy the interaction 
as there was constant laughter all around. 
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Ms. Thomas, who is now in her third year of teaching at Ottos Comprehensive School, founded 
the ‘General Biology Club’ in April. “There is so much negative reporting now about youth 
crime, youth gangs and poor attitudes, yet everyday I encounter bright, intelligent students at 
Ottos who love their country and want to see it soar. I felt that this club could help them become 
agents for change and also teach them the skills necessary to become model citizens.”
